Construction and Young Constructor’s Award

The Project Management Division has amongst its other goals and objectives taken over the duties of the Construction Division.  One of these duties was the resurrection of a Construction Award, formerly, the Basil Read Award, which was usually performed in conjunction with the Sandy Jamieson Memorial lecture.

The Construction Division started the Basil Read Awards in 1976 in Honour of Mr Basil Read, to provide for the recognition of individuals who have made a significant impact and contribution to our industry.

Mr Read was a legend in his time in the construction industry.  He was very involved in the civil engineering profession and was the instigator and the first Chairman of the Construction Division of the SAICE.  He was also very active in SAFCEC and served on the executive committee eventually becoming Vice President.  He was also a founder member of the civil Engineering Industry Training board and served as Chairman on the training committee for the Transvaal and Orange Free State.  Mr Read was an extremely generous person and personally financed Mr. Martin Barnes’ lecture tour of South Africa to promote the method related bill of quantities which is the bases of the current schedule of quantities in use today. 

Following in the spirit of recognising those individuals who have contributed significantly to the development of the construction industry, the PMD has decided that it was time to also recognise the Young engineer/technologist/technician/constructor and is launching the Young Constructor’s Award. This has been developed in the same vein as the Construction Award (mentioned above) but is limited to those individuals below 35 years of age.

In the event of no suitable candidates being proposed for either award:

1. SAICE Construction Award 2009, or

2. SAICE Young Constructor’s Award 2009 (candidates below 35 years of age)

the Construction (Project Management) Division may withhold its recommendations in any one year.  Bronze medals may be awarded in a year in which no Award for the Gold Medal is made.
